Unison with piano, optional temple blocks, 
and optional tambourine 
 Taken from the account in Matthew 
21:7-11, this cheerful Palm Sunday anthem 
tells the story of a smiling, caring Jesus as 
he makes his triumphal entry into Jeru-
salem. Use of optional temple blocks (or 
other block instruments) brings to life the 
steady, rhythmical gait of the donkey as it 
carries the Son of David through the ador-
ing crowds.  The easy to learn melody and 
recurring refrain make this anthem a won-
derful piece to use with choirs of younger 
and older children.

Three part (any combination of voices) with 
keyboard or handbells (5 octaves) 
 Suitable for choirs of all ages, this 
unique anthem captures the euphoric 
mood of that first Palm Sunday.  Anticipa-
tion builds as a soloist introduces a recur-

ring melodic theme that’s echoed by a 
small ensemble and finally by the entire 
choir singing in three-part round. The ac-
cented, steady beat of the accompaniment 
brings a fitting theatrical quality to the 
piece while also making it a terrific proces-
sional anthem.  Be sure and listen for the 
donkey bray in the accompaniment!

 Energy and excitement abound in this 
vivacious new Easter anthem celebrating 
the risen Christ.  A soothing, straightfor-
ward B section gives distinctive contrast to 
the syncopated rhythms and chord cluster 
harmonies found in the anthem’s A section.  
Hand claps and optional percussion instru-
ments add yet another layer of vitality to 
this song of resurrection celebration!

Ideal for use during the Easter season or 
any general concert or festival setting, this 
joyous anthem scored for SAT(B) voices is 
a fine selection for both middle and high 
school choirs as well as any choir of mixed 
voices.

beautifully expresses how a mother’s love 
undoubtedly mirrors the love and grace 
of God.  An optional solo for a teenage 
youth or adult male begins the anthem and 
introduces a stirring melody that’s repeated 
throughout the piece by a unison children’s 
choir.  The optional cello part, which could 
be played by any C treble instrument, un-
derscores a feeling of warmth and tender-
ness elegantly conveyed through text and 
music.

 Young choristers will love this delight-
ful anthem that paints vivid pictures of 
God’s creative work, from the first light that 
set the heavens aglow to the creation of 
humankind. The lilting, energetic melody 
in 6/8 meter easily lifts young voices into 
beautiful head tones while an optional C 
instrument uniquely highlights special im-
ages found in the creation story.

Unison with piano, organ, congregation, 
and optional handbells or handchimes (3 
octaves) • HYMNS OF FAITH SERIES 
 This glorious setting of one of hymn-
ody’s most cherished hymns beautifully 
showcases the timeless text by 19th century 
writer, Maltbie D. Babcock.  The enchant-
ing accompaniment shared by piano and 
organ furnish an exquisite palette of har-
monic color for the well-known tune while 
optional handbells or handchimes – which 
can be played by Orff metallophones and 
glockenspiels – interject a layer of sparkle 
and shimmer to the piece.  On the final 
stanza, congregation joins the unison choir 
declaring in confidence, “The Lord is King, 
let the heavens ring! God reigns, let earth 
be glad!”

 Scripture anthems, like this one based 
on Proverbs 3:5-8, give children and 
youth an important chance to plant in 
their hearts powerful truths that will guide 
them throughout life.  In this gentle, tender 
anthem, a charming unison melody makes 
the words of assurance both easy to sing 
and remember. An optional oboe part gives 
additional depth and richness that creates a 
lovely duet with the vocal part.

The flowing, legato melody sup-
ported by a gently arpeggiated accompani-
ment encourages a spirit of reflection and 
meditation making it especially effective

for use during the Lenten season as well as 
any time of year.  While the anthem may 
be sung in unison from start to finish, an 
optional second voice part provides added 
interest on the final refrain.

 This setting of Psalm 28:7 offers an 
excellent chance for choirs of any age to 
master legato singing and shaping musi-
cal phrases.  The melody, written in ABA 
form, joins together at the end of the piece 
with an optional descant that’s constructed 
from segments of the melody’s B section.  
Although piano may accompany the piece, 
use of organ will better support the sus-
tained, legato phrases that knit the piece 
together.

 This festive, multicultural anthem fea-
tures traditional Latin rhythms and harmo-
nies that are befitting of the tune written by 
Victor Jortack, a native of Argentina.  Cel-
ebrating the singer’s place in creation, the 
bilingual edition offers a variety of possibil-
ities for use in both English and Latino con-
gregations.  The universal message of the 
anthem’s text makes it most appropriate to 
combine children’s and adult choirs, hav-
ing the adult choir sing alone the second 
stanza that expresses the joy and wonder of 
children.

A solid, supportive accompaniment 
undergirds the accessible voice parts writ-
ten especially with middle and high school 
choirs in mind.  The optional bass part pro-
vides flexibility for those choirs with limited 
male singers.

100 and a glorious melody that begs every 
voice to sing! Piano and optional Bb trum-
pet start the anthem followed by a unison 
children’s choir proclaiming the anthem’s 
message: “Shout to the Lord! Sing to the 
Lord! Worship the Lord of love!”  An SAT(B) 
choir echoes the children’s exuberant praise 
in a quiet, contrasting B section before both 
choirs, congregation and instrumentalists 
combine together in singing the majestic 
hymn, “Praise to the Lord, the Almighty.”
