Music Program at Perkins School of Theology, Southern Methodist
University. Dr. Hawn has his D.M.A. from Southern Baptist Theological
Seminary. His teaching specialties are worship and music, hymnology,
global music and worship, cross-cultural worship, and enlivening
congregational song. A frequent contributor to many journals, Dr. Hawn
has published over 250 articles, book reviews and curriculum materials.
He was editor of Stepping Stones: An Ecumenical Children’s Choir
Curriculum published by Choristers Guild. Hawn has received
fellowships to study around the world including Africa, Asia and Latin
America.
